Instructions:

1.   Create a four-balloon cluster of 11" “Gruesome Halloween” 
balloons sized to 10 inches. To do this, air infl ate and size 
two balloons, then tie the necks together. Repeat to make 
a second pair, then twist the two pairs together to make 
a four-balloon cluster. 

2.  Tie the sand weight into the center of the four-balloon 
cluster and position the weight under the cluster. 

3.  Infl ate an 11" SuperAgate to 10 inches and tie it to the 
center of the four-balloon cluster. 

4.  Infl ate four 646Qs, leaving 1 inch uninfl ated, and tie into 
pairs. Twist the pairs together to make a four-balloon 
cluster.

5.  Wrap the 646Q cluster around the neck of the 10-inch 
SuperAgate. Bring all four of the uninfl ated 646Q tips 
together and tie. This creates the fi rst “link.”

6.  Infl ate two 11-inch SuperAgates to 10 inches and tie them 
together loosely, making sure the knot is as close as pos-
sible to the neck roll of each balloon.

7.  Wrap the pair of 10-inch SuperAgates through the 646Q 
link so that one is positioned on top and the other is inside 
the 646Qs. This will connect the fi rst link to the second.

8.   Repeat Step 4 to make another 646Q four-balloon cluster. 
Wrap this cluster between the two 10-inch SuperAgates

Bring all four of 
the uninfl ated 646Q tips together and 
tie to create the second link.

9.   Make a four-balloon cluster of 
5-inch Red balloons infl ated to 3 
inches, and wrap it between the 
two 646Q links.

10. Make another four-balloon cluster 
of 5-inch Red balloons infl ated to 3 
inches and infl ate another 11-inch 
SuperAgate to 10 inches. Tie the 
10-inch balloon to the center of the 
3-inch four-balloon cluster.

11. Wrap the single 10-inch balloon into 
the second 646Q link and position the 3-inch cluster 
outside of the link.

12. Helium infl ate the 3-foot “Gruesome Halloween” balloon 
and tie it. Tightly tie the uninfl ated Onyx Black 260Q to 
the neck of the 3-foot balloon, and use the 260Q to tie the 
3-foot balloon into the top of the 646Q link.

13. Make another four-balloon cluster of 5-inch Red balloons 
infl ated to 3 inches and wrap this cluster between the 
3-foot balloon and the 646Q link.
